HEALTH MINISTER VISITS 
WIMMERA HEALTH CARE GROUP 

 
 
Wimmera Health Care Group welcomed a visit from the Minister for Health on 
the weekend. 
 
Chief Executive Chris Scott said that the Hon David Davis visited Horsham 
and Dimboola on Sunday before heading off to other flood affected areas in 
the State.   
 
Mr Scott said that the visit included a tour of Wimmera Health Care Group 
facilities such as Kurrajong Lodge Hostel, Rotary House and the Dimboola 
Campus. 
 
“He was interested to learn how we responded to the flood, especially the 
work we did in relocating our 36 Kurrajong Lodge Hostel residents and the 
significant support we provided to the 33 Sunnyside Lutheran Retirement 
Village residents who needed to be evacuated at short notice.”   
 
“We also discussed how we worked in close partnership with the local 
ambulance station to set up a base at our hospital when the city was cut in 
half to ensure people had access to ambulatory services during the flood 
crisis” Mr Scott said. 
 
Mr Scott said he was grateful for the guidance and assistance the Health Care 
Group had received from Department of Health staff.  “We are also impressed 
that Minister Davis took time out of his busy schedule to lend his support to 
staff and residents.  The visit was just what we needed, it’s been a very hectic 
week for our health service” he said.
