Wimmera Health Care Group’s Murray to Moyne Cycle Relay Team is $1,000
closer to its fundraising target, thanks to the support of local disability
employment service, Community AXxis.

“It's such a fantastic piece of
equipment that’s been well utilised across all areas of the hospital that they
desperately need another one and that’'s where our fundraising efforts will be
targeted again this year” she said.

Mr Cox said that this is the fourth year Community Axis had supported the
health care group’s Murray to Moyne team. “Our organisation is very
committed to giving back to the community and we can see the benefits of
having a second Hovermatt and Hoverjack at the hospital. It's an expensive
piece of equipment and we are only too happy to help out where we can” he
said.
